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Ashley won’t get on the bus.
There was no way in God’s world
was she getting on.”

A snowy, winter’s night, Perry
and Janet had to head back to
Clarenville to pick up their daugh-
ter.

Those who don’t know Ashley
would see her behaviour as merely
acting out or disruptive.

However, it’s all to do with the
Asperger’s, Perry says.

“And her peers see that. It’s not
them who’d do the teasing but it
becomes common knowledge and
can lead to bullying,” Perry adds.

Ashley had another “meltdown”
in June, Perry says, when the
school’s principal Terry Maloney
finished the school year and
announced his move to another
school in September.

“He’s a wonderful man. She cried
to break her heart when he left.”

When asked what she liked
about her principal, Ashley says,
“he understood.”

Perry has hopes and dreams for

his daughter just like any father.
“I hope she’s happy, that she gets

a job she’s capable of doing and
that she gets married had has chil-
dren but above all, I hope that she
can have a normal, independent
life.”

Perry does much of the talking
during the interview.

However, Janet has the same
hopes and dreams for their daugh-
ter.

As long as she and Perry are
alive, she says, they’ll fight to make
sure Ashley gets the supports she
needs to learn to live independent-
ly.

When asked to describe what it’s
like living with Asperger’s, Ashley
says she’d like to think a minute
before answering

She then replies, “It’s like you’re
on a different ride from most other
people. It’s like a roller coaster ride
with a lot of twists and turns. Nor-
mal children have a smoother train
ride.”

Ashley admits she’s more com-
fortable getting up and speaking to

a crowd than she is with one-on-
one conversation.

But, she says, one of her favourite
songs explains her life well.

“If a person would listen to the
song “I’m Alive” by Becca. Basically,
they’d know what I’m like.”

I’m Alive

can’t love without a fightNo one
ever knows my nameWhen I pray
for sun, it rainsI’m so sick of wasting
timeBut nothing is moving in my
mind

Inspiration can’t be found
I get up and fall but...
I’m alive,
